This year’s reproduction is being created by the 

center’s executive director and ceramist James Smith of 

Fayetteville.

The cost is $50 per piece plus $3.00 sales tax for 

center members and $55 plus $3.30 sales tax for 

nonmembers.

For 2007, the reproduction is an earth-

enware pie plate, measuring 1.50 inches in 

height and 9.25 inches in diameter at the 

rim. The original—lead-glazed decorated with 

iron, white slip and a coggled rim—is stamped            

I.BELL and was made in John Bell’s Waynesboro 

shop during the mid 1830s.  The plate is owned by the 

Welty family of Waynesboro and has been in the family 

since it was originally created. Family tradition indicates the

piece was used as one of the first collection plates at the Welty 

Church of the Brethren, founded in 1836 by John Welty near 

Ringgold, MD. The well worn, slip trailed “W” in the plate’s 

center most likely represents the Welty name.
